The
camp site Merild is located by the sea in Pdrkends, about 13 km from the
centre of Pietarsaari. We will learn to know about the nature in the area,
seaside, and other interesting specialties of the area. The camp period is
supervised by local Rotarians.

The daytime temperature is typically between 15 — 25 °C. Water
temperature is around 20 °C. Take your swimming suit and towel with you.

Participants pay their own costs to and from Vaasa Airport and shall have
their own pocket money. Organizing Rotarians will meet the student in the
arrival airport and will take care of all ground transportations in Finland.

All participants must have received at least two doses of COVID
vaccination before arriving the camp. Student must include an official
COVID Vaccination Certificate in her/his Application Form.

Participants must have a valid insurance policy in case of sickness and
injury. We urge the student to purchase the insurance from CISI Bolduc
which is approved by Rotary. Select “Plan B” from the offered options.

The applicant must use the official Rotary Youth Exchange — Short-Term
Exchange Program (STEP) Application form when applying to the camp.
The deadline for the applications is 15th April, 2022.
